Gergana Haralampieva – Violin
Gergana (Gea) Haralampieva was born on January 29, 1994 in Plovdiv, Bulgaria into a family of professional musicians.  When she was nine months old, she moved to the Czech Republic where her parents worked.  Gergana began to play the violin at 5-1/2 years of age.  Her first teachers were Lenka Herzmanska and Eva Samselyova. Gergana started earning successes in international violin competitions for children- “Talents for Europe”, Slovakia, (1st prize), “Kocian”, and “Prague Junior Note”, the Czech Republic, (1st prizes) in 2003 and 2004.  At the age of ten, she played with Janatzek Philharmonic Orchestra, the Czech Republic, “Archi di Slovakia”, and “Anima”, Bulgaria. She recorded for the Czech National Radio and participated in Czech National TV-show in 2005. Few months later, she moved with her family to Boston, where Gergana continued her violin education in the Preparatory School of the New England Conservatory, first as a student of Farhoud Moshfegh, and now as a student of Professor Paul Biss. In 2006 she won first prize at the New England String Ensemble’s Concerto Competition and in June of 2007, she was the winner of the Second Connecticut International Young Artist Competition held in Stamford, CT. Gergana is a member of the New England Conservatory’s Youth Philharmonic Orchestra led by Benjamin Zander.  In December 2007 and September 2009, Gergana was a soloist with the Merrimack Valley Philharmonic Orchestra. In November 2008, Gergana won the Concerto Competition of the NEC’s Preparatory School and she was recently chosen as the recipient of an Education Grant from the Rachel Elizabeth Barton Foundation, Chicago, IL.

Gergana is fifteen years old; lives with her parents in Norwood, MA, and in September 2009 began as a student at

Walnut Hill School in Natick, MA.
